The entire environment is cleaned by housekeeping. Respiratory Therapy removes all dirty ventilator equipment, nursing removes all soiled linen and bodily fluid containers (gastric suction, oral or ETT suctioning) prior to housekeepers starting. Once the cleaning is done, RRT restocks vent, and nursing restocks any other room standards
