	Blood Pressure:
· Patient arrives with a blood pressure over 140/90
· Contact ordering physician to determine next steps (i.e. cancel appointment and send to L&D)
· If you cannot contact the ordering physician, the next step is to Hypercare the OB on call
· Patient has an increasing blood pressure during transfusion over 140/90 without resolution
· Contact ordering physician to determine next steps (i.e. stop transfusion and send to L&D)
· If you cannot contact the ordering physician, the next step is to Hypercare the OB on call

	 Transfusion Reactions:
· Patient has a reaction/side effect during their transfusion:
· Pause the transfusion to see if reaction subsides. If it does, you may resume.
· If the reaction does not subside, or continues after the transfusion is resumed, stop the transfusion and contact the ordering physician to determine next steps.
· If you cannot contact the ordering physician, the next step is to Hypercare the OB on call

	 Other Concerns:
· Always contact the ordering physician FIRST, as they will have the necessary patient information. Hypercare the on call OB only IF you cannot get hold of the ordering physician.
