1. Confirms Physicians Orders. 
 

2. Explains procedure to patient/family. 
 

3. Prepares medication according to instruction in Ottawa parental manual. 
 

4. Identifies monitoring requirements of patient and implements prior to 

administration as appropriate. 
 

5. Performs visual inspection of the IV device. 
 

6. Cleans insertion port of IV tubing to be used using aseptic technique and 

allows drying time of 30 seconds.  
 

7. Ensures that the luer lock connection is tight. 
 

8. Administers medication BDC at appropriate rate. 

 

9. Flushes medication provided. 

 

10. Completes required monitoring
