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Principles of surgical prep

Ensure patient has no allergies or sensitivities to the prep solution 

Do not use alcohol based prep on or around mucous membranes 

Prepped area should include the incision site and a substantial area surrounding it 

If hair removal is required, it should be done with clippers as close to the surgery time as possible 

Always prep from clean to dirty
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The pubis, vulva, labia, perineum, and anus are prepped, including the upper thighs. 

Inner aspects of the vagina are prepped after the external vulva is prepped. 

The anus is prepped last, and each sponge must be discarded after going over the anus.

Principles of surgical prep





Special considerations for alcohol based prep 

Allow a minimum drying time of three minutes 

The prepped are should be visibly dry before any surgical drapes are applied or use of electrosurgical units 

Complete fire safety in the operating room e-learning module 



In emergency situations when a minimum drying time of 3 minutes is not possible, use Dexidin 2 (chlorhexidine 2% and 4% alcohol). 
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
