	· Assess the patient to determine whether the specific patient conditions(s) and situational circumstances outlined in the directive have been met

· Know the risk(s) to the client of implementing the directive

· Possess the knowledge, skill and judgment to safely implement the directive

· Determine whether management of possible outcomes is within the RN’s scope of practice and competency level

· Determine if appropriate resources are available to implement the order and manage the possible outcomes

· Seek consult with the attending physician if clarification or assistance is needed

· Obtain consent from the patient and provide appropriate and reasonable information about the proposed treatment

· Assess patient for allergies and hypersensitivity to topical anesthesia and ensure skin integrity

· Apply topical anesthetic and wait for the recommended time (for maximum effectiveness) before accessing the port-a-cath or performing the PICC/Midline procedure. 
· 30 minutes for Lidocaine
· 30-40 minutes for Tetracaine HCl
· Monitor for any adverse effects
